CORRECTIONS TO THE STUDY GUIDE 

 

A. Page ii. The last sentence on this page, 
under Program 11, should read: 

"Who was the first Apostle to enter 
Jesus' tomb after the resurrection?" 

B. Page 3. At the bottom of this page add  
"10. (Deleted)"  [We're not sure what 
happened to 10, but it's clear that he (or 
she) is not here.] 

C. Page 4. Under question 11, change the 
scripture reference from 2 Peter 3:21 to  
2 Peter 2:21.  

D. Page 4. Under question 14, change the 
CCC reference from (1954-1802) to  
(1776-1802). [Indeed it's a strange book 
whose section numbers decrease as you 
flip forward.] 

E. Page 5, Question 3 should read (the 
underlined part should change): While 
the Church encourages Christians to 
read the Bible and study it, what does 
the Church caution? (The CCC 
references stay the same.) 

F. Page 8. Question 18 should read: The 
Church claims that it has not declared 
any doctrine that was not believed as 
true during the time of the Apostles; 
but how does the Church keep 
Christianity relevant to the modern 
day? 

G. Page 11. Question 18 should read: Why 
has Catholic doctrine, law, practice or 
devotions changed over the centuries? 

H. Page 20. Under question 17, change the 
scripture reference from Revelation 7:15 
to Revelation 7:14. 

I. Page 23. Question 30 should read: 
Explain how John 1:1, 14, 18 and Luke 
24:30-31 can be related and apply to the 
true presence of Christ in the 
Eucharist. 

J. Page 24. Under question 1, change the last 
scripture reference from Ephesians 2:16 
to Ephesians 2:16-17. 

K. Page 24. Under question 3, change the 
scripture reference from Matthew 28:18 
to Matthew 28:19. 

L. Page 27. Question 15 should read: The 
Early Church Father Irenaeus wrote: 
“Jesus came to save all…infants and 
children and boys and youths and old 
men.” How was St. Irenaeus connected 
to the Apostle John? 

M. Page 40. Under question 10, change the 
Greek word from THEOTOKS to 
THEOTOKOS. 

N. Page 43. Question 22 should be 
numbered 24. 

O. Page 43. Question 23 should be 
numbered 25. 

P. Page 43. Under question 22, change the 
scripture reference from Luke 19:27 to 
John 19:27. 

Q. Page 52. Under question 20, change the 
scripture reference from Galatians 5:11-
14 to Galatians 2:11-14. 

R. Page 52. Question 24 should read: In 
John 21:15-19 what are synonyms for 
the words “feed” and “tend” that 
suggest Peter was to lead the Church? 

S. Page 59. Under question 10, change the 
scripture reference from 2 Maccabees 12: 
45-46 to 2 Maccabees 12:44-45. 

T. Page 60. Question 14 should read: Before 
Death and Hades can be cast into the 
lake of fire and eternal punishment, 
what does Revelation 20:11-15 say will 
occur, and how does it possibly relate 
to Purgatory.
